3) Substantial justice would not be done because the possible loss to the general public would
outweigh any gain to the applicant.

4) There is a significant potential that the values of surrounding properties would be diminished
because the resale would prove more difficult.

5) This falls squarely into the statutory objection RSA 674:33 subsection 5, so this point does not
need to be discussed.

Granting the variance would not do substantial justice because locating this project in this zone would do more
harm to the public than benefit to the applicant.

For the following reasons the values of the surrounding properties would not be diminished. The addition of
residential property next to industrial property does not interfere with the industrial property value.

A.1 there is a fair and substantial relationship between the general public purpose of the ordinance provision and
the specific application of that provision to the property because the property is capable of having industrial.
A.2 the proposed use is not a reasonable one because of compatibility and health and welfare.

5) Owing to special conditions of the property that distinguish it from other properties in the area, denial
of the variance would result in unnecessary hardship because there is a fair and substantial relationship
between the general public purpose of the ordinance provision and the specific application of that
provision to the property because there was no unnecessary hardship shown. The proposed use is not a
reasonable one because a mobile home in a residential neighborhood for extended periods of time is not
reasonable.
