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Appendix A: Data Resources

The Londonderry Master Plan draws upon a variety of public data sources, which are summarized below.

US Census Bureau

IPUMS

Decennial Census: Population and housing data collected every ten years as part of the census

process. Results represent actual figures and are not estimates. The decennial census is snapshot
in time, the most recent being April 1, 2020.

American Community Survey (ACS): A large survey of several million people conducted by the
Census Bureau. The process is continuous and geographies of 65,000 people or more receive
annual updates that cover a single year (i.e., 1-Year ACS) while smaller populations received 5-

year estimates. The 5-Year ACS is often referred to as an average but that is incorrect. The value
provided by the estimate is expected to be true during some point of the five-year interval. The
ACS covers many more topics than the decennial census such as economic, social, and
healthcare data. However, as it is an estimate there is a margin of error. For more populous
geographies this is less of a problem as the margins tend to be small. Though, for smaller
geographies and more detailed topics, margins of error can be large and estimates volatile year
to year. The decision whether to use the decennial census versus the ACS comes down to
weighing precision versus timeliness. The decennial’s values are the real values reported and not
estimates, but they are released only once a decade and become less current as a decade
proceeds. The ACS provides an estimate every year, but it is that, just an estimate.

LEHD Origin-Destination Employment Statistics (LODES): Employment data taken directly from

tax records. LODES represents a snapshot in time for a given job. Facts such as a worker’s place
of residence, place of work, age, income from the job, and the job’s industry are available for
analysis.

National Historical Geographic Information System (NHGIS): A collection of datasets housed at

the University of Minnesota. The NHGIS is often used to retrieved US Census Bureau
information. One might choose to use the NHGIS over a Census Bureau tool because of ease of
use and more dates are available. However, while it might be retrieved from the NHGIS the
ultimate source of the data remains to be the Census Bureau.

NH Employment Security Economic & Labor Market Information Bureau (ELMI)

GraniteStats: ELMI is the statistical branch of NH Employment Security responsible for producing
labor and economic analysis like employment projections. They also manage GraniteStats, a
database combining economic and labor data as well as other publicly available datasets. In
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particular, ELMI maintains an employment dataset similar to the Census Bureau’s LODES, but is
an annual average rather than a snapshot in time.

NH Office of Planning & Development (NHOPD)

e NHOPD is responsible for tracking housing unit building permits statewide as well as estimating
municipal populations in non-decennial census years and projecting future population.

NH Housing Finance Authority (NHHFA)

e NHHFA or NH Housing provides a large number of services related to homeownership and
housing around the state. They also conduct a survey of landlords to gauge rental vacancy and
median gross rents. In addition, they track home purchase prices by town.

NH Department of Education (NHDOE)
e NHDOE monitors public school enrollment by grade, municipality, and school district.
Town Data

e Data are also provided by the Town government. That can include things like parcel and GIS data,
assessing data, and utilities data that may be retrieved directly from the utility.

Children miss out on developing independence and lack much-needed alternatives to socializing virtually, and parents/guardians experience more burden on their time and energy. This also leads to more danger for teen drivers,
because they (and their parents/guardians) have incentive to rush their learning, and they are more likely to drive in risky situations if it is the only way they can transport themselves without the assistance or supervision of their
parents/guardians.

CART services are helpful, but hardly a large-scale
solution.

We have an absolute overabundance of over-55 housing, but it does not appear local residents are often able to afford this type of housing based on the buyers of the developments near my home. While | believe anyone should be
able to move to Londonderry, it does not seem prudent to incentivize building and harming the ambience of the town and the environment simply to create more incredibly expensive housing that is both well beyond the financial reach
of most NH residents and an ecological nightmare. It is admittedly very difficult to encourage housing that is between the legal definition of "affordable" and market rate (while some development styles encourage this, the reality
appears to simply be MORE incredibly expensive units, rather than moderately priced ones), so in the absence of being able to target this Goldilocks-esque midpoint it seems developers should not be allowed essentially free rein to
stuff as many units as possible onto already overburdened land and roads under the guise of bringing down the cost of each unit (which has proven to be rather singularly untrue in my experience).
