— The vision for the zone will help 1dentify the

appropriate elements
 Identify uses
* Provide a menu of incentives:
— Amount of green space
— Preserving habitat connections
— Passive recreation

Consider having a minimum targeted goal of assessed value per acre.

* The elements presented on this site may shift over
time.

* You could identify some alternative sites to consider
within the site.

— For example:
« Convention Center — visible, readily accessible, adjacent parking
» Corporate Campus — quiet spot on the edge, views

« Warehouse/Distribution — can exist in the approach zone, not ideal
as a gateway
